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¶ Protect investments in stroke prevention including support for tobacco cessation, physical activity, and nutrition; 

¶ Increase funding for stroke awareness so that all Americans can recognize the five symptoms of stroke and know to call 

9-1-1. This investment is especially important in underserved communities where patients with stroke symptoms appear 

at the hospital later after symptom onset. 

¶ Fund and provide technical assistance to help integrate regional Emergency Medical Services (EMS) into stroke systems 

of care including providing screening tools, education, stroke destination plans, and pre-hospital stroke notification 

protocols.14
